These 
points will be in addition to the regular work points. 
 
ENDURO SERIES RULES  
B and C classes will be structured as follows: 200cc, 250cc, Open (any bike 251cc or larger can enter the open 
class), 4 stroke, Vet, Senior, Super Senior, Gentlemen and Women. Class trophies will be awarded to the top riders 
in each class and to 1st OA in each B & C category. Series points are not transferable from class to class or from the 
C to B or B to A. It is the rider’s responsibility to make sure they enter the correct class and that it is reflected 
correctly on the results when they become final (see rulebook). Work points  (club must notify the steward in 
writing) per rulebook. Work points are calculated the same as the A Championship series rules provide, plus any 
bonus points earned by satisfying the Bonus Series Points requirement as explained above.   Series points are not 
used for advancement, but you will still earn regular advancement points. Advancement per rulebook. Series ties 
broken per rulebook. There will be 1 throwaway for the series regardless of event cancellations, (the lowest score if 
a rider attends all or a no show)
